Our March database shows us at 60.4% and slipped into second place behind Michigan. Our renewals
for 2006 have been sluggish but we are starting to ca tch up. Remember, it is still a requirement for levels two
through four to submit an annual renewal each January!

We have named our newest initiative “BRING EM BACK”  because in order to reach our target it is im-
perative that we encourage our inactive members to upd ate their requirements and return to an active statu S.
Here’s how it plays out. For Ohio to reach 80% active pa rticipation in our levels program we would need to turn
260 inactive members to active. Another way would be to increase our total number of level participants by al-
most 1600! “Let's BRING EM BACK !

We can't do this without the help of the Chapters. We're asking our CD’s and CRE’s to work t ogether
and bring Rider Education back to the forefront of Oh io GWRRA. Post your level database at your gatherings
and let inactive members know what they need to do to become active. Again.
